Nice Ride in North Carolina Mountains

Good moring folks.  Wanted to let you know of a really nice 
(technical) ride I found while on vacation in NC last week.  About 
12 miles east of Brevard, NC just off Hwy 276 is East Fork Road... 
It is full of really tight twisties and steep grades.  It is not a gently 
flowing passage but a really technical ride full of very tight s turns.  
Probably not going to be the ride for the faint of heart.  Very little 
traffic and some fairly good views.  It's not as scenic as the park-
way, but the 10-15 mile drive is much more curvy and worth the 
effort if you are in the area.  I can't believe I didn't have my bike! 
 
Hope some of you give it a try, you won't be disappointed.  
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Mary and I traveled into another dimension Saturday while attend-
ing Engle Motors' Triumph Open House. Our LT is still working 
great, but as technology marches on, BMW has a new flagship for 
the sport touring market called the K1300GT (GT stands for Gran 
Turismo). We have purposely not ridden the GT for fear of catching 
the GT FLU bug going around. But as we both felt healthy yester-
day and in control, we threw caution to the wind and jumped on this 
160 horsepower power plant for a ride.  
 
The bike does not come standard with a passenger backrest nor a 
trunk, so Mary held on tight as we left the dealership which was full 
of people admiring the Triumphs, although there was some BMW 
shoppers in the store taking advantage of a free lunch of hot dogs, 
brats, and cookies supplied by Norm and his staff. As we left, sales-
man Pat briefed me on the updated handle bar controls which have 
turn signals more "Americanized" than the normal Germen set-up.  
 
Then it was off to ride as far as we wanted according to Pat. We 
headed east on  I-435. As I started up the on-ramp to merge into 
traffic, I soon realized this wasn't the old LT I was used to. The dif-
ference in acceleration to highway speeds was amazing. The power-
band for those strong at heart kicks in around 6k rpm. WOW! Mary 
held onto the hand grips, but had I really kicked in the full power of 
this machine, she would have been bouncing down the interstate as 
it will literally do wheelies in the first three gears (so I am told by 
those foolish enough to want that experience). 
 
We exited onto MO-210 and then north on MO-69 towards Liberty. 
I was trying to find some curves, but without my other brain 
(Garmin Zumo 550) I was under a slight handicap. We turned on 
MO-33 and headed towards Kearney easily passing car after car, 
sometime 4 or 5 at a time. This machine has "speeding ticket" writ-
ten all over it!  
 
Soon it was time to head back south towards the dealership. We had 
a great test ride and it really had our fever up, but we managed to 

stay in control and not do anything financially 
foolish as we turned the key back into Pat's 
hands. The place was still busy as we left Engle 
and made a stop at HUB Cycle to say hello to 
Mike and Susan. Then it was off for lunch at 
Panera Bread before heading home to do some 
weekend chores, mow the lawn, get groceries, 
clean house, etc.  
 
Take our advice, if you want to ride a rocket, 
you can do so at Engle on either a BMW or a 
Triumph. WARNING! The sticker shock on the 
BMW is dangerous to your health. We have our 
eye on a used 2007 K1200GT for sale in Austin 
TX, but haven't decided if we want another bike 
in our garage. We hope everyone had a great 
weekend and we look forward to sharing our 
experiences at the next club breakfast. If by 
chance we aren't there, it probably means we are 
on our way back from Austin...  
 
UPDATE: Deal fell through at the last minute. 

We had our trip planned when the dealer informed me we could 
only "test ride" the bike for 5-10 miles. We told him we would not 
travel 700 miles for a test ride of 5-10 miles! So, we are still looking 
and dreaming.

Ride To Natural Bridge, Virginia

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�� uring the Gathering I heard some talk that Galena was “in 
the middle of corn country and the roads are not worth rid-
ing” and the area was described as “just like the rest of the 

area, flat and nothing but cornfields”. This was directly opposite of 
what I had previously heard of the area so on my way home I went 
through Iowa to Galena, IL. 
 
Approaching the area from the west On US20 I indeed was in the 
middle of expansive, flat fields of Corn. About 20 west of Dubuque, 
IA I came to Dyersville, home of the “Field of Dreams” and also the 
Die Cast Farm Toy Museum.  Then, about 6 miles west of Dubuque 
the terrain started to change. 
 
What I saw was rolling hills and valleys below the ridge top loca-
tion of US20. They extended to the north and south as far as I could 
see. US20 also started undulating with the terrain and continued to 
do so through the town all the way to  the Mississippi River. As I 
approached the river I could see  ridges towering over the river on 
the Illinois side.  
 
I crossed over the bridge crossing the Mississippi River and turned 
right following the river south on a wide 4- lane highway. This area 
was flat and industrial for a couple of miles. Then I saw the warning 
sign! It said the speed limit was 45 MPH and had a squiggly arrow. 
And the road narrowed (still 4 lanes)quickly and became a series of 
tight S-curves for about a mile. 
 
The road then widened and became a series of undulating sweeping 
curves for about 6 miles before suddenly turning left  and becoming 
2 lanes about 2 miles outside of Galena. This road ran along the 
ridge-top with great views to either side.  
 
As I entered the city limits of Galena I came toe the usual signs of 
civilization – Wal-Mart, fast food restaurants( McDonalds, Carvers, 
etc),  a combination motel and campground (with a swimming pool), 

and a couple of chain motels. This area also had the high school and 
a small shopping center with a UPS store.  
 
Just past the shopping center the trees came to roads edge and the 2 
lane twisty highway followed the terrain down a relatively steep 
hillside  to an intersection. And lo and behold – to the left was the 
main street of Galena!  
 
I turned and road down Main Street for about ¾ mile. The buildings 
on both sides of the street are turn of the century –that’s the 20th 
century not the 21st – and look like they were built yesterday. They 
are full of wonderful shops and businesses plus a large number of 
restaurants. There were cars lining the street and there were proba-
bly over 100 motorcycles parked about.  Side streets seemed to run 
vertically up the hills to Victorian mansions. Trolleys were travel-
ling up and down Main Street. If it weren’t for the types of vehicles 
and the dress of the people strolling through the area I would have 
sworn I returned to the early part of the last century! 
 
About halfway through town I turned right and went over 1 block, 
although Main Street seemed to go on forever. Turning right again, I 
followed the river and the parks back to where I entered Main Street. 
Turning East on US20 I climbed up the hill past President U.S. 
Grant’s house, then went past a sign for another campground, and 
shortly thereafter was twisting my way along the ridge tops looking 
at the gorgeous scenery below. At points I could see for miles, and 
at other times I was riding through heavy forests.  And at no time 
did I see terrain other than the undulating hills and dales of this area. 
As a matter of fact I traveled about 30 miles to the south before 
finding “flat land”. Just before the “Great River Road”(US20 is part 
of it in this area) turned south was a park with an observation tower 
proving a 360 degree view of the region. I can say from that vantage 
point there didn’t appear to be a straight road in the region. 
 
After leaving the vantage point I turned south on the Great River 

Road and came upon the Mississippi Pali-
sades State Park. After climbing a few 
switchbacks I was able to walk out to some 
wonderful views of the Mississippi River. I 
also learned that the reason the area had such 
wonderful terrain is that during the last ice 
age there were no glaciers in this area and 
therefore the ground wasn’t flattened like the 
areas to the east and west. And this area ex-
tends all the way to above Lacrosse, WI. 
Geologists believe the land looks about the 
same as it did during the last ice age and 
some of the native species of plants are 
thought to be ice age relics! 
 
So I can flatly refute the claim that there is 
“only flatlands and cornfields” in Galena. 
The land is definitely rolling hills , forests, 
and farmland.  The riding is great, the views 
are fantastic, and there is not a straight road 
to be found near Galena! Plan on coming 
and enjoying the next Gathering in Galena. 
The landscape is Beautiful. 

Seeing Galena Is Believing 
Location for the 2010 Gathering, submitted by Philip Andreassen 
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On our way home from Spearfish, Pam and I rode 
through Galena, IL. 
 
Our first impression was right after we crossed the 
Mississippi on US Rt 20 into East Dubuque, IL.  We 
were struck with the small town area as opposed to 
big city feel of Dubuque on the other side of the Mis-
sissippi.  After a short ride through part of town and 
then through the industrial area south of town along 
the river, US 20 started up the bluff area and became 
a fun road.  This was probably enhanced by the con-
struction work, repaving, and the fact we were on a 
curvy road for a change. 
 
US 20 continued to be fun till the outskirts of Galena 
when we hit the Shopping centers and such.  This is 
also the area of the Palace Campground. (We chatted 
with the owner a couple days later and learned that 
this campground is not for sale as reported at the 09 
Gathering.)  It is a very nice campground with what 
appeared to be all tree shaded sites.  More later! 
 
As you follow Rt. 20 down the hill into downtown Historic Galena 
you notice the change in buildings from new modern stuff to build-
ings and homes that have been around for years.  As you get to the 
bottom of the hill you have the actual town to your left or you can 
follow RT 20 and head to the resort. 
 
If you opt to go to the Chestnut Mountain Resort, after you cross the 
bridge over Galena River, be careful, go three blocks and turn right 
onto Black Jack Road.  You will see a brown sign that says Ski 
Area. You are headed to the only Ski Area at Chestnut Mountain 
Resort. 
 
After checking into the resort we sort of chilled for a while and then 
went to the dining facility for dinner.  We both had a fantastic filet 
mignon, but Pam was not nearly as happy with her wild rice as I 

was with my mashed sweet potatoes.  Both salads were excellent. 
 
Breakfast the next morning was also quite good but large.  After 
Breakfast we took care of some stuff and then met with Erin Mur-
phy. (more on this later).  After a tour of the facility and a long dis-
cussion, Pam and I headed out to meet with some folks and sightsee. 
 
We headed downtown and had lunch at Boones.  Now I wanted to 
try the restaurant called Fried Green Tomatoes but we found Boones 
first and we were hungry.  We took a number of photos as we came 
out into the downtown.  Phil Andreassen provided the most accurate 
description of this town.  He said, “It looks like someone just built 
an entire town but did it in the style of 1850-1890.”  Everything was 
clean and nice.  Later we did find Fried Green Tomatoes and 
learned that it is a nice Italian Restaurant almost at the other end of 
town from Boones. 

 
After looking around downtown for a while, we 
went to check the campground but the owner was 
not present.

Eventually we turned off toward Hanover, ILL to 
find Black Jack Road and return to the Resort. 
 
We returned to the Resort for dinner again.  An 
interesting sidelight here was watching a family 
of ground hogs play in the area below the restau-
rant during our meals.  We also saw a number of 
different birds, a raccoon raiding a trashcan in the 
parking lot and a number of deer.  I had a pasta 
meal that was good and Pam thoroughly enjoyed 
her salad.

Our Visit To Galena, Illinois 
Location for the 2010 Gathering, submitted by Harvey Wilson 
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·  Staggered formation: a formation of motorcyclists in a 
group in which the Lead Bike rides in the left track of a lane, 
the next bike in the right track (slot), and the next bike in the 
left track, and so on. Bikes in a group generally maintain a 
minimum interval of two seconds travel time between bikes in 
the same track, and one second travel time between each 
bike in the group. In a staggered formation, a rider still com-
mands and may ride in the entire width of his lane as needed. 
Group riders may also ride single file or two abreast. The 
Drag Bike may ride in the left or right track depending on the 
number of bikes in the group. It is preferable for the Drag Bike 
to ride in the left track, so as to have the same visibility line as 
the Lead Bike.    
 
Although there are no specific rules or regulation under the 
Highway Traffic Act of Ontario governing Motorcycle group 
riding size, if you are going to be doing regular Club rides with 
large groups of riders, you may want to consider the following 
safety tips.  
 
Have a group/riders meeting ahead of time and set the 
ground rules for the day of your ride. (Note: This riders meet-
ing should be done by someone with considerable group rid-
ing experience.)  
 
Some suggestions may include:  
 
1. Divide the large group of riders into several smaller 
groups. Have them leave at staggered times to the same des-
tination. This will be less intimidating to novice riders and 
safer for other road users as well. 

2. No passing within the lane. 

3. Ride only in a staggered formation. 

4. Safe and proper following distance between motorcycles. 

5. Show and standardize a few basic hand signals for slow 
down, debris on the road, etc. 

6. Identify the Ride Captain and Group Leader(s) to all rid-
ers and have them wear a reflective vest (i.e. orange safety 
vest). Have novice riders in the group put a large “X” on their 
back with contrasting tape to warn experienced riders to be 
more patient and cautious around them. They may also wish 
to wear a different coloured vest from the lead riders. 

7. Circulate maps to your destination before the ride starts. 
In the event that riders get lost or separated, they can still find 
the destination at their own pace. 

8. Ensure that lead riders are experienced and know where 
they are going. They should also know how many bikes are in 
their group and who the last M/C is in that group before leav-
ing. 

9. Consider having the last group be the more mature/
experienced riders with novice riders mixed together to keep 
their speeds and skill levels more equal. 

10. Have each rider wait for the rider behind them at intersec-
tions where there is a direction change. If a rider has fallen 
back out of site, they may miss the turn. 

11. Consider some basic helmet “Rider to Rider Communica-
tors” for long term club purchase and use for group rides by 
the “Lead and Tail Gunner” riders. 

12. In advance of the ride, designate a “Ride Emergency 
Contact Person” for the day of the ride. This way, family mem-
bers know how to get in contact with someone participating in 
the group ride incase of family emergencies. This contact per-
son would closely monitor that cell phone at all times the day 
of the ride. 

If you are an organized riders club and hold a Club Constitu-
tion to have elected officials, etc. Also consider seeking legal 
advice as to where the Club stands when you sanction a large 
club ride and assumed liability incase of accidents (i.e. Club 
insurance for rides, etc.?). 
 
These are just some suggestions to assist you with your 
group rides and should not be limited to these alone. Hope-
fully some of these ideas will help you and your fellow riders 
have a safe and long riding season��

�� s a law-enforcement officer, I have knocked on many doors 
with criminal warrants in my fist. At first I was super-
careful because of the danger, but eventually I lapsed into 

complacency when the arrests became routine. But after hand-to 
hand combat or a bullet or two flying by, I'd become alert again, 
approaching each door with my hand inside my coat and my finger 
on the trigger. I didn't know 
what the other person was 
going to do, so as soon as 
possible I exercised some 
control over what he was go-
ing to do or not do. 
 
Fellow riders, you are knock-
ing on that door at each intersection you come to. You are knocking 
on the door on each stretch of highway. The person on the other side 
has a potentially lethal weapon in his or her hand and you must gain 
control of the situation as soon as possible, for your life's sake. 
 
I went to the law-enforcement academy to learn how to stay alive 
and became an expert on the firing range as well. Recently, three 
officers were killed on an attempted bad check arrest. They must 
have been complacent. 
 
A bad-check arrest is about as serious as a traffic ticket, yet I also 
have come under fire on a bad-check arrest. 
 
The fact is, there is no place on the highway safer than any other to 
ride. You must be alert always. 
 
You should consider going to 
the "academy" also — the life 
you save may be your own. 
Allow professionals to help 
you. The professionals I'm 
talking about are the instruc-
tors of the Motorcycle Safety 
Foundation. 
 
They are continually trained 
and their goal is to help you 
combat your two potential 
enemies: (1) the other vehicle 
operators on the highway, and 
(2) yourself — the compla-
cency within you. Especially 
vulnerable are those who 
have ridden 50,000-100,000 
miles or more and think there 
is nothing more to learn. Our 
own police motor patrol offi-
cers go through the course 
every six months. In the Au-
gust issue of Road Rider 
magazine was an article enti-
tled "MSF Challenge." The 

MSF started raw, first-time riders in their course and trained them 
up to examination day. On that day, the magazine staff riders, who 
have tested motors over the years, were invited to join the group. 
Results: all of the raw recruits who took the course passed and one 
even got a perfect score. The old-timers didn't fare so well; not one 
got a perfect score and some flunked entirely. 

 
I took the course before 
going to V-Daze, and I rec-
ommend it to all my friends. 
It was especially nice to say 
"Yes" at the rally when I 
got an insurance quote and 
was asked if I had taken the 

course. This course is being offered at most community colleges and 
is usually scheduled so as not to interfere with work schedules. 
 
Take the course. Learn how to neutralize the actions of other drivers 
with "deadly weapon" vehicles before an accident happens. 
 
Learn what to look for, and what evasive actions to take, just in case 
you open the door with the tiger behind it.

�� robably one of the most rewarding 
and terrifying experiences of my 
life was my decision to take the 

Motorcycle Safety Foundation's Beginning 
Riding Course. I decided to undertake this 
venture for several reasons, the most prac-
tical being that I would be prepared in case 
of any emergency; I could at least ride for 
help. 
 
Other not so practical reasons were my 
need to prove to my boss that I am not 
totally insane, the fact that I had my own 

750 Maxim in the basement, and my adoration of ladies who ride. 
 
In Virginia, the course is a three-day affair given at community col-
leges by MSF-certified instructors. Friday evening was classroom 
instruction and a get-to-know-each-other session. 
 
That seemed easy enough. The movies were cute, the literature nice 
and my best friend and her son were there to deliver the pieces to 
my husband in case I blew it completely. I knew Dominick, one of 
the instructors, through his VTS affiliation. The other instructor, 
Sam, seemed harmless enough. Okay, I thought — the first session 
wasn't so bad; I'll drive the 50 miles and come back Saturday morn-
ing. 
 
I should have known what kind of day it was going to be! I was a 
half-hour early so I could meet everyone, but had a flat tire in the 
center lane of 1-95 at 60 mph and had absolutely no idea how to 
change it. (I'm a liberated woman — I don't pump my own gas, 
change tires or cut the grass.) After the nice policeman pointed out 
that I was tightening, , not loosening, the lug nuts, he changed my 
tire and off I went to class. 
 
Saturday morning was a review of the Friday evening class and a 
strong briefing on "safety on the range." 
 
"Outside, you guys — let's see what you're made of." There they 
stood! Twelve 250 Rebels that looked bigger and badder than any 
Venture I'd ever seen. "First you push it around the parking lot, just 
to get the feel of the motorcycle," the instructors said. Hey, I can 
push anything. It's riding I came to do. I wondered very quietly why 
all the turn signals and mirrors were either missing or dangling by 
their wires, but decided not to ask. 
 
Finally I mounted, started the engine, let out the clutch and actually 
moved. What an experience — so much power! Oh — I have to put 
my feet on the pegs? Well, that doesn't seem too hard, right? Wrong. 
After many tries and the phrase I would hear a hundred times 
("Faster, Jerry — it's easier at speeds over 10 mph"), I accelerated 
up to 15 or 20 mph. 
 
Dominick and Sam took us through many experiences, carefully 
teaching, coaching and smiling us through each exercise. (I never 
realized that if you smile, everything works much better.) We rode 
through cones, corners to the left and corners to the right, learned 

how to make smoke with our brakes while keeping our heads up, 
change gears smoothly, etc. 
 
Then came the circles. While one group rode the circle traveling left, 
another group rode an inner, smaller circle to the right. This exercise 
was my downfall — literally. When I applied the brake, the throttle 
rolled open and I went tearing through the outer circle. When I real-
ized what was happening, I immediately applied my foot brake and 
locked up the rear wheel. Boy, can I make that rubber smoke!  
 
All I could see was a Venture, a Goldwing and the 18-wheeler 
parked at the far end of the course coming closer. I knew there was 
a way to stop, but couldn't quite remember exactly what I was doing 
wrong. 
 
Finally, my motorcycle decided to help me out and it stopped, 
dumped me over the side, and we both just sat there. Sam came over 
quickly, picked up the bike, checked it out and said, "It's fine. Now 
you do the outer circle again." All this concern while I was still sit-
ting on the ground! My turn to get upright: nothing broken, just a 
bruised ego and the growing feeling that a lunch break would be 
welcome so I could regroup. Secretly, I was glad that Sam made me 
get right back on and that my friends were laughing; otherwise I 
might have been sitting there for the rest of the class. 
 
Saturday afternoon's session included more techniques with more 
tightly placed cones, and practice time. I know for a fact that my 
husband, Wayne, doesn't do all those steps. He just gets on, I climb 
into the passenger's seat and off we go.  
 
Sunday we had classroom review and more range riding; nothing 
really new from Saturday, just perfecting the skills we'd learned 
Saturday and getting ready for the TEST. 
 
You are graded on the range and then you adjourn to the classroom 
for a written exam. I can honestly say that when I received my card 
and patch, I felt very gratified. It's good to know you are prepared 
and "can do" if necessary, along with the enjoyment of riding. 
 
I may never ride alone, but I wouldn't trade that weekend. My hus-
band says I am a much better passenger on the Venture now, and I 
feel much more relaxed. I find myself understanding why Wayne 
does what he does and I now anticipate his actions. This makes for a 
more pleasant ride for both of us. 
 
I have purposely not told you any how-to's of motorcycle riding 
here. Second-hand knowledge from a novice  whose only riding 
experience has been in a parking lot could be misleading or danger-
ous. The Motorcycle Safety Foundation courses are taught by in-
structors who have much experience and knowledge to pass directly 
to you. The classes are highly recommended and well worth the 
time and money. 
 
The Better Biking Course, also given by MSF instructors, was given 
to Virginia Chapter 1. The participants had nothing but praise after 
completing it. They said they learned new and better riding skills no 
matter what their previous level of experience.
